EDAS Course: Introduction to Economic Development

Introduction
On behalf of the Economic Development Association Scotland (EDAS), Glasgow University’s Training and Employment Research Unit (TERU) will lead a 2-day course covering policy and practice for local economic development.  
 

This non-residential course sets out to provide an introduction to economic development and the basic approaches required in delivered economic development in all areas.

Increase the profile of the importance of economic development to all activity.

 

Content

By spreading the course over 2 days we have allowed for greater time to be spent on the content, ensuring a deeper understanding of the issues and principles of economic development.  The course is expected to include:

· Basic principles of economic development, explained in non technical terms.

· Application of such principles to a range of functional areas of economic development (e.g. economic inclusion, business development, skills and human resource development etc.).

· Overview of the key economic development organisations in Scotland and their roles. 

· Discussion of key strategies.
